Spring Cleaning Your Refrigerator 
                                        By Janet Lewis        

Here are some helpful hints to keep your foods at 
their freshesté 
 

To help keep foods fresh, refrigerators should 
maintain a temperature no higher than 40 
degrees F. 

Frozen foods will hold top quality for the longest possible time when freezer maintains 0 degrees F or 

lower. 

Wrap foods tightly with two layers of freezer wrap before putting in the freezer. 

Donôt overload the refrigerator.  Air must circulate freely to cool all foods evenly. 

Store eggs in their cartoons ï and donôt keep them on the refrigerator shelf. 

Place meat, poultry and seafood items on the lowest shelf to minimize leakage onto other stored 

foods. 

Low-acid canned foods such as soups, vegetables and pasta products have a shelf life of two to five 

years. 

High-acid canned foods such as tomato products, fruits, sauerkraut, and dressings have a shelf life 

of 12-18 months. 

Bananas should not be refrigerated. 

Donôt wash fresh produce until you are ready to use it. 

Set a date to ñSpring Cleanò your refrigerator. 

In case of a power outage ï a full freezer will stay frozen for about two days; a half-full freezer about 

one day.  Be sure to keep the freezer doors closed. 

All thawed raw or cooked foods can be refrozen if they still contain ice crystals or are 40 degrees or 

below. 

Refrigerated foods should be edible as long as power is out no more than four hours. 

Of course, with any food items WHEN IN DOUBT, THROW IT OUT!

On-going training is pertinent to providing quality services to children and families.  Currently, child care 
center staff and family child care home providers must obtain 12 clock hours of training per year.  This year 
starts on the date of employment for child care center staff and the date of permit for family child care home 
providers. 
 

Currently, providers are allowed to view no more than six hours in video training to help them meet 
requirements.  Providers who do not participate in the STARS can combine video training with reading child 
development-related articles to equal six hours of training.  The remaining six hours of training each year 
must be obtained through on-site, one-on-one training, workshops, college courses or on-line training or a 
combination of these. 
 

Just as it is important to providing quality services to obtain a variety of training and not repeat the same 
training year after year, it is just as important to be able to network with other child care providers during 
training.  Whether it be attending an on-site training through Resource & Referral, local technology center, 
college or other professionally recognized training institution or attending such training through distance 
learning which allows for voice and/or video interaction, the networking that occurs between child care 
providers as facilitated by the educator can raise the bar of quality.  Providers can share issues in a 
confidential manner as well as sharing the methods and techniques to address such issues.  This type of 
sharing most always leads to informal discussions where providers can glean ideas from each other. 
 

In addition, trainers of early childhood education are better updated on current research and issues in early 
child care and education.  Video training, albeit good information, may not always be up-to-speed with the 
most recent research.  In addition, face-to-face training can lead to opportunities for free, on-site technical 
assistance services and knowledge of new resources and services to child care providers in the community. 
 

Please search through this and future newsletter issues to find free and low-cost training available in your 
area and take advantage of the face-to-face training that will open up a whole new world of networking 
opportunities.
